• Upload your audition video to YouTube unlisted (meaning no one except who has the 
link is able to view it). 

• Once the video has finished uploading, please send the link to info@bcyeti.org, along 
with the necessary pages from the Audition Packet. 

• ALL VIDEO SUBMISSIONS ARE DUE NO LATER THAN 8PM, MARCH 17. 
• All audition videos will be obsolete on March 31, and on or after that date, you may
